After some recent discussion, the committee have read and reviewed the club 
guidelines regarding dress code, welfare, riding groups and saddlery. All members 
must read the following and abide by it, this is non-negotiable. Please remember 
that when you sign for your membership you are signing a contract stating that 
you agree with and will follow the rules of the club. These guidelines are in place to 
address safety issues and provide a safe environment for not only you but all other 
riders in the club who also have the right to ride in a safe environment. 
 

CSRC Rules of Dress Code  
All members are required to attend rally in appropriate dress, by appropriate dress 
this also extends to rider attire; acceptable rider attire is as follows: 

¶ Long pants i.e. jeans, moleskins, breeches and jodhpurs are acceptable for 
men and women. 

¶ Club shirt or neat tidy shirt of acceptable dress standard to be worn ς club 
shirts and windcheaters as well as jackets are available to purchase from the 
uniform secretary Viki Noy. 

¶ Approved safety helmet MUST be worn by all riders.  

¶ Flat soled boots MUST be worn by all riders; work boots, blundstones or 
gumboots are not acceptable footwear for riding activities 

 

Welfare
It is expected that at all times the owner/rider of the horse will take utmost care of 
their animal and place the welfare of the horse first. It is a requirement of this club 
that all horses are provided with water and food after a rally has ended or should 
the horse be retired from the rally. It should be noted that there are yards 
available to house horses during and post rally or horses should be tied 
appropriately to the owners float. NO horse is to be left tied in a float for extended 

periods. 
 

Groups  
All groups are allocated prior to the rally and a great deal of time and organization 
goes into the preparation of each group. In light of this all members are required 
to stay in and ride with their allocated group ς permission to leave your group 
must be obtained from the instructor coaching your class. Permission to ride with 
another group must be sought and approved by the rally co-ordinator, no member 
is permitted to leave their allocated group and ride around the grounds during a 
rally or through any club event.

Tack  
All tack must be in accordance with the HRCAV requirements and appropriate to the equestrian pursuits of the 
Olympic disciplines (show jumping, dressage, cross country or any combination of these). Saddles are required to 
have multiple girth points or a surcingle must also be worn; please note that a rear cinch such as the case of a 
western saddle or half breed saddle does not constitute an extra girth point nor surcingle substitute. Split leather 
reins are not approved for the above pursuits and as such are not permitted during rally.
